OASIS KARTING PROJECT RULES

General Rules:                                                                                                                

1 Do not walk on the track unless instructed to by staff.                                                                                                                                                                                  

2 All spectators must remain outside the specified driving area behind the barriers provided, unless otherwise requested by staff.

3 Please use the litter bins provided.

4 Take care of all equipment you use.

5 There is no smoking allowed on the whole of the Karting project site.

6 Nobody under the influence of drink or drugs will be allowed onto the track. Behavior that is dangerous or antisocial, will not be tolerated.

7 The decision of the karting staff must be accepted.

Driving Rules:

All drivers either before or when driving or testing a kart, must:

1 Always check, with a member of staff, the kart you are about to drive.

2 Not start up or drive a kart without permission of staff.

3 Keep both hands on the steering wheel, except when using arm or hand signals

4 Keep one foot always directly above the brake pedal.

5 Never use the brakes and accelerator at the same time.

6 Do not drive until your helmet and strap has been checked by a member of staff and tie loose hair back.

7 Always wear overalls provided. Laces on shoes or trainers must be tied. Sandals are not allowed.

8 Not drive onto the track unless it is clear.

9 Always drive in one direction around the track. 

10 Not overtake except in the dual carriageway. Do not overtake in the same lane. 

11 Do not stop deliberately on the track.

12 If your kart stops for any reason:

· Stay in your kart

· Wave both hands in the air

· Switch off the engine 
13 Show you want drive into the pits by raising your left arm.

14 Always drive slowly (at a walking pace) into the pit entrance. 

15 Drivers may only change over in the pits..

16 Obey pit signals and the instructions of staff or track marshals all times.

Workshop Rules:

1.     No tools or equipment may be used without the 

        permission of staff. Including the kettle.

2.    There must be a minimum of 4 young people to lift 

        a kart

3.    When the grinding or welding equipment is being 

        used no young person is allowed in the workshop.

4.    Fire extinguishers and blankets must not be 

         tampered with.

     5.    Cupboard doors must be closed after opening.

     6.      The workshop must be kept clean and tidy.
